For the columns showing "notofficially” - these links are made for that brands chain which is of the same "STANDARD" -
however are notspecifically claiming compatibility with other brands chains. Itis not expected there would be any issues - this can not be assured, butthe odds of issues (ie tight link)
should be very low. At the time of writing - NO MEANS NO. You would using a link made for a different chain standard, and risk of issues / failure is unacceptably high. One exception to
this is campagnolo c-link - simply don't use for anything other than campy due to ridiculous cost.
